It is not fair to insist presence of
Assistant L Labour Officers on each and every postings. The prosecutors
concerned has duty bound to represent the them in court and the Assistant
Labour Officers may be directed to appear before the court only when their
presence|is necessary and essential for the progress of the case. This is for
information and for favour of further necessary action.
