S.R. O. No. 257/2017.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
Clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 3 of the Minimum Wages Act,
1948 (Central Act 11 of 1948) read with sub-section (2) of section 5
thereof and in supersession of the Notification issued under G. O. (Ms.)
No. 106/2009/LBR dated 10th August, 2009 and published as S.R.O.
No. 674/2009 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1451 dated 11th
August, 2009, the Government of Kerala after considering the objections
and suggestions received on the draft proposal published as per
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Notification No. 9875/E1/2014/LBR dated June 25th 2016 in the Ker\a.Ta
Gazette Extraordinary No. 1233 dated 10th July, 2016, as required under
clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 5 of the said Act and after
consultation with the Minimum Wages Advisory Board constituted under -
section 7 of the said Act, hereby revise the minimum rates of wages
payable to the employees employed in Agricultural Operations and allied
sectors such as dairy farms, nurseries and cashew plantations in the State
of Kerala as specified in the Schedule hereto annexed and fix the date of
publication of this notification in the Gazette as the date on which the
revised rates shall come into force.

SCHEDULE
I. Agricuitural operations

1. Agricultural works of hard nature like .. ¥ 490 for 8 hours work
digging, loading, bundwork, mud digging,
ridge making, mud fencing, rain pit
digging, digging pond for agricultural
purposes, Green manure preparation
and trimming of trees.

2. Work of light nature like weeding, .. T 410 for 8 hours work
aquatic weed removal, planting sowing
paddy sacking

Notes:—(i)  The above rates of wages shall also be applicable to the
areas where working hours is below 8 hours.

(i) Inthe case of works like harvesting, threshing, ploughing
spraying, manuring etc. where the rates of wages are on
the basis of working hours, quantity and nature, such
local wage rates and other benefits shall be continued.

Government have fixed the minimum rates of wages payable to the
employees employed in Agricultural Operations and allied sectors such as
dairy farms, nurseries and cashew plantations in the State of Kerala as per
Notification issued under G. O. (Ms.) No. 106/2009/LBR dated 10th
August, 2009 and published as S.R.0. No. 674/2009 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No, 1451 dated 11th August, 2009 Government have now
decided to revise the existing minimum rates of wages in the said industry
after considering obje(.tlona and suggestions on the draft proposal
published as per Notification No. 9875/E1/2014/LBR dated 25th June,
2016, in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1233 dated 10th July, 2016
and after considering the advice of the Minimum Wages Advisory Board
constituted for this purpose.

The notification is intended to achieve the above object.
