S. R. O. No. 255/2017.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 3 of the Minimum Wages Act,
1948 (Central Act 11 of 1948) read with sub-section (2) of section 5
thereof and in supersession of the notification issued under G. O. (Rt.)
No. 2512/2008/LBR dated 23rd September, 2008 and published as
S. R. O. No. 1009/2008 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2121
dated 27th September, 2008, the Government of Kerala after considering
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the objections and suggestions received on the draft proposal published as
Notification No. 20551/E1/2015/LBR dated 18th February, 2016, in the
Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 529 dated 2nd March, 2016, as
required under clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 5 of the said Act
and after consultation with the Minimum Wages Advisory Board
constituted under section 7 of the said Act, hereby revise the minimum
rates of wages payable to the employees engaged in Hill Products Industry
Sector in the State of Kerala as specified in the Schedule hereto annexed
and fix the date of publication of this notification in the Gazette as the
date on which the revised rates shall come into force.

SCHEDULE

The minimum wage rates payable to the employees who are
employed in Stores of Cardamom, Coffee, Dry Ginger, Arecanut, Pepper,
Citronella Oil, Turmeric and Capsicum.

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IV. Dearness Allowance

In addition to the above said basic wages, the monthly wage rated
employees shall be paid dearness allowance per month at the rate of
¥ 26 and the daily wage rated employees shall be paid dearness
allowance per day at the rate of ¥ 1per point in excess of 250 points in
the Consumer Price index (New Series 1998-99=100) published for each
district headquarters by the Department of Economics and Statistics.

In respect of Idukki and Wayanad districts, dearness allowance shall
be paid on the basis of the Consumer Price Index Number published for
Munnar and Meppadi Centres respectively, until separate Consumer Price
Index Numbers are published for those districts.

V. Calculation of Monthly and Daily Wages

If the daily rated workers are paid monthly salary, then the total
amount of the basic of daily rates of wages of each category along with
dearness allowance multiplied by 26, shall be paid as monthly wages. The
daily rate in respect of the category of employees for whom monthly rate
is fixed in this notification may be calculated by dividing the monthly
rate by 26.

VI. Higher Wages

In the case of workers of any establishment who are getting higher
wages than the minimum rates of wages revised then that wages shall
not be reduced. If the workers are paid any other benefits besides wages
they shall continue to enjoy the benefits.

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Explanatory Note

its general purport.)

Government have fixed the minimum rates of wages payable to the
employees employed in Hill Products Industry Sector in the State of Kerala
as per Notification issued under G. O. (Rt.) No. 2512/2008/LBR
dated 23rd September, 2008 and published as S.R.O. No. 1009/2008 in the
Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2121 dated 27th September, 2008.
Government have now decided to revise the existing minimum rates of
wages in the said industry after considering the objections and suggestions
on the draft proposal published as per Notification No. 20551/E1/2015/LBR
dated 18th February, 2016, in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 529
dated 2nd March, 2016, and after considering the advice of the Minimum
Wages Advisory Board constituted for this purpose.

The notification is intended to achieve the above object.
