The following proposal regarding the revision of minimum rates of wages which the
Government of Kerala proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (b) of
sub-section (1) of section 3 of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (Central Act 11 of 1948) read with clause
(b) of sub-section (1) of section 5 thereof and in supersession of the notification issued under G. O. (P)

No. 24/2021/LBR. dated 16" February, 2021 and published as S.R.O. No.183/2021 in the Kerala

If the plucking average of an estate is less than the standard
output, in a month, then the standard output shall be revised as
follows and wages shall be paid. The plucking average rate of
that month in the said estate after deducting 10% shall be fixed
as standard output and then wages can be calculated. Minimum
price rate shall be calculated on the basis of revised standard
output. A plucker shall be entitled to get this rate for the leaves
harvested on every day of the said month.

(1) In the months of January, February and August - 16 Kgs
of tea leaves harvested per day.

(2) In the remaining months of the year 27 Kgs of tea leaves
harvested per day.

In addition to the guaranteed time rate, the workers in tea

plantations shall be paid piece rate as follows.

(1) Rs. 8.736 per Kg for the first 16 Kgs of harvested tea leaves
in the month of January, February and August.

(2) Rs. 5.177 per Kg for the first 27 Kgs of harvested tea leaves

in the other months of the year.

(3) 80 paise per Kg shall be paid for the next 14 Kgs above the
standard output and 110 paise per Kg for the next 14 Kgs
and thereafter 150 paise per Kg.

If the plucking average of an estate is less than the standard
output, in a month, then the standard output shall be revised as
follows and wages shall be paid. The plucking average rate of
that month in the said estate after deducting 10% shall be fixed
as the standard output then wages can be calculated. Minimum
price rate shall be calculated on the basis of revised standard
output. A plucker shall be entitled to get this rate for the leaves
harvested on every day of the said month.

*As per the decision of the Plantation Labour Committee dated 15.12.1966, the tapping task of

rubber trees has been fixed as 400 based on the recommendation of the Central Rubber Plantation
Wage Board approved by Government of India vide resolution WB-8(18)/66 dated 29" September,

1966.

Additional Incentive

A Rubber Tapper who taps more than the tapping task fixed, then he will get an Additional

Incentive of 60 paise per tree. All statutory benefits are applicable to the above incentive.
2. (i) The classification of Rubber plantations and standard output for each category is given below:-

Class Standard Output
Class-1 Annual yield below 170 Kgs 2 Kgs per day
Class-2 Annual yield from 171 Kgs to 270 Kgs 4 Kgs per day
Class-3 Annual yield from 271 Kgs to 400 Kgs 6.5 Kgs per day
Class-4 Annual yield above 400 Kgs 8 Kgs per day
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(i1) For the purpose of calculation of annual yield, the yield obtained from normal tapping
for 6 days per week will be taken in to account.

(iii) One hundred trees will be reckoned as one acre for the classification of Rubber Plantations.

3. Plantations belonging to class 1, 2 and 3 shall be paid Rs.5.25 per kg of latex and for plantations
belonging to class 4, Rs.7.25 per kg of latex shall be paid as over kilo rate.

4. The over kilo rate for latex (sgaso@d) will be Rs. 1.60 per kg.

5. The guaranteed time rate shall be Rs. 257.53 per day basic wages.

6. In addition to the guaranteed time rate, the piece rate mentioned below shall be paid to
each class of Plantations.

Class-1 Rs. 85.950 per Kg
Class-2 Rs. 42.975 per Kg
Class-3 Rs. 26.446 per Kg
Class-4 Rs. 21.488 per Kg

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GENERAL CONDITIONS (APPLICABLE TO ALL CROPS)

I. Fitment : (Applicable to monthly waged Supervisors and Selected Special Categories, Other Special
Categories and Creche Attendants in all crops)

When the salary is refixed in Tea, Rubber, Coffee and Cardamom plantations (mixed crop), the
Supervisors, selected categories shall be given Rs.1372/- and special categories and creche attendants
shall be given Rs.1328/- as fitment benefit. When the salary is refixed, the pay shall be fixed nearest
higher stage in the pay scale.

11. Job Differential

day.

IV. Dearness Allowances

The basic wages mentioned above are equated to 2050 points of the Consumer Price Index

Number (Base:1970=100 series) published for Ernakulam Centre. The workers shall be eligible for

Dearness Allowance for the increase in every point above 2050 points in the average Consumer Price

Index Number for Ernakulam Centre for the quarter year immediately preceding the current quarter

year.

The Field workers will be paid seven paise per point per day and the Supervisors and Special

Categories of employees will be paid Dearness Allowance at the rate of Rs. 2.10 for increase over 2050

points in the Consumer Price Index Number published for Ernakulam Centre for the previous 3 months.
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The above Dearness Allowance is subject to adjustments on 1% January, 1% April, 1¥ July and 1%
October of every year on the basis of the average Consumer Price Index Number published for
Ernakulam Centre for the previous three months beginning 1* July, 1* October, 1* January and 1% April

respectively.

V. Employment Protection

The minimum rates of wages notified above are based on the assurance that employers in Tea and
Rubber Plantations will provide work for their workers throughout the year. If the employers are unable
to provide such employment, the workers are entitled to get above minimum wages on days except
when they are voluntarily absent from work. But the obligation of the employer is only to offer some
kind of work connected with the plantations and workers who refuse to accept that work will naturally

lose their right to get the wages in that particular day.

VI. Protection of Higher Wages
If the employees in any establishment are in receipt of wages higher than the rates fixed in the

schedule, they shall be entitled to get such higher wages.

VII. The wage rates as per this notification shall be effective from 1* January 2023.

VIII. The arrears to be paid under this notification, if not disbursed till date, shall be paid on or before
30" September 2023.
