S. R. O. No. 381/2011.—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (a) of
sub-scction (1) of section 3 of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (Central Act 11 of
1948), read with sub-section (2) of section 5 thercof, the Government of Kerala
after considering the objections and suggestions received on the draft proposal
previously published under Notification No. 9803/E1/2007/LBR dated 17th
December, 2010 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2929 dated 27th
December, 2010 as required under clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 5 of
the said Act and in consultation with the Minimum Wages Advisory Board
constituted under section 7 of the said Act, herchby fix the minimum rates of
wages payable to the employees employed in the Handicrafts Sector in the State
of Kerala as specified in the Schedule hereto annexed and fix the date of
publication of this notification in the Gazette as the date from which the rates
shall come into force.

II. Dearness Allowance

1. In addition to the basic rates of wages, the employees shall be cligible
for Dearness Allowance on the basis of Consumer Price Index Numbers
(1998-99=100) published for the concerned District Headquarters by the
Department of Fconomics and Statistics, at the rate of 95 paise (ninenty five
paise) for daily waged employecs and 24.90 rupces (rupces twenty four and
ninenty paise) for monthly waged employecs for cvery increase of point above
130 points.
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2. For Wayanad and Idukki Districts, Dearness Allowance shall be paid on
the basis of the Consumer Pricc Index Number published for Meppadi and
Munnar Centre respectively.

III. Service Weightage

The employees who have completed a service period of five years or more
in an establishment or under an cmployer. as on the date of commencement of
this notification, shall be allowed service weightage included in their basic wages,
at the rate of five percentage of the revised basic pay for every completed five
years of service, subject to a maximum of fifteen percentage.

IV. Protection for higher wages

1. Wherever any workman is actually in receipt of higher wages than the
minimum rates of wages fixed in this notification, such workman shall continue
to get such higher rate of wages.

2. Wherever piece rate or contract rate is implemented for any category.
such category of employees shall be paid minimum wages for cight hours of
work which shall not be less than the rate fixed above. :

V. If any category of employee is not included in this notification, such
cmployee shall be eligible to get wages at the rate of wages fixed for the
cmployees of equal status.

V1. The daily wages of the monthly paid employees shall be calculated by
dividing the monthly total wages by 26 and the monthly wages in respect of the
daily paid employees shall be calculated by multiplying the total daily wages
by 20.
