S. R. O. No. 282/2011.—In exercisc of the powers conferred by clause (b)
of sub-section (1) of section 3 of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (Central Act 11
of 1948) read with sub-section (2} of section 5 thereof, and in supersession of
the notification issued under G. O. (Rt.) 3243/2001/LBR dated 30th October, 2001
and published as S.R.O. No. 1005/2001 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.
1723 dated 7th November, 2001, the Government of Kerala afier considering the
objections and suggestions received on the draft proposal published under
notification No. 28921/E1/06/LBR dated 13th December, 2010 published in the
Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2852 dated 16th December, 2010 as required
under clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 5 of the said Act and in
* consultation with the Minimum Wages Advisory Board constituted under section
7 of the said Act, hereby revise the minimum rates of wages payable to the
employees employed in the Liquor Trading and Vending in the Statc of Kerala as
specified in the Schedule hereto annexed. The date of publication. of this
Notification in the Gazette is fixed as the date from which the rates shall come
into force. '

3. Dearness Allowance

In addition to the basic wages Dearness Allowance shall be paid on the
basis of the Consumer Price Index in respect of concerned District Headquarters
centre published by the Department of Economics and Statistics for the increase
in every point above 130 points in new series ie. 1998-99=100 at the rate of
T 24.30 ps. (Rupees twenty four and thirty paise) to the monthly rated
employees and at the rate of 90 paiée‘ (ninety paise) for the piece rated
~ employees, respectively.

The labeling workers shall be eligible for one Dearness Allowance for
sticking 4000 labels and for the purpose average output for a week ie. 6 days
may be reckoned. The workers are eligible for one Dearness Allowance for a
day subject to a maximum of 6 Dearness Allowance for a week. Dearness

Allowance shall be paid only for the days worked.

4. Service Weightage

The monthly p‘aid employees who have completed continuous five years or
more in an establishment or under an employer shall be allowed service
weightage -included in their basic wages, at the rate of one percentage of the
revised basic pay for every completed year of service, subject to a maximum
amount of 10 percentage. ‘

For calculating the daily rate in respect of the category of employees for
whom monthly rate is fixed under this notification the monthly rate shall be
divided by 26.

5. Prtotection for Higher Wages

The employees who are at present getting higher wages than the minimum
wages fixed as above, shall continue to be given at such higher rates.

Explanatory Note

general purport.) :

Government had earlier revised the minimum rates of wages payable to the
employees employed in the Liquor Trading and vending in the State vide
G.O. (Rt.) 3243/2001/LBR dated 30th October, 2001 and published as S.R.O. -
No. 10052001 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1723 dated 7th November, 2001.
Government have now decided to revise the existing minimum rates of wages in
the said sector after inviting objections and sugggstions and in consultation with
the Minimum Wages Advisory Bpard constituted for the purpose. '
