the said Act and in consultation with the Minimum Wages Advisory Board

constituted under section 7 of the said Act, hereby fix the minimum rates of
wages payable to the empioyees emploved in the ‘Fmployment in Mechanised

Fish Catching Industry” in the State of Kerala as specificd in the Schedule

hercto annexed and fix the date of publication of tius notification in the Gazette

as the date from which the rates shall come mto force.
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SCHEDULE

1. Piece Rate—

(A) Worker engaged for fishing Equal share of 429% of total

2. Guaranteed Minimum Wages.--The employer shall pay guaranteed
minimum wages of Rs. 200 per day to the empleyees who are engaged in fishing
work, if no fish was caught or if proportionate share of sale proceeds falls
below Rs. 200 per day.

3. General Conditions. (1) The piece rate stated above at Schedule 1
(A) above is applicatle to fishing for one day or for more than one day as the

case may be.

(2) Protection for Higher Wages.- -In case the employees of any
locality who are being paid higher wages than the minimum wages fixed as per
this notification, they shall continue to be entitled to get such higher rates.

(3) All other benefits being received by the workers over and above

the wages, at the time issuance of this notification, should be continued.
